You are invited to join us for our Sixth Form Induction Event from Wednesday 29th June to Friday 1st July. The
three day event will be the chance for you to gain a valuable insight into the curriculum, programmes and
teaching of the International Baccalaureate as well as discover and participate in the extra curricular provision
offered within the Sixth Form.

Additionally, there will be a particular focus upon furthering students'
understanding of the IB programme they have chosen to study. This will include
sessions on the IB ‘core’ e.g. Extended Essay for DP students or Service
Learning for CP students.

The morning session will provide a further opportunity to experience lessons.
Students will experience some of the super curricular activities we offer in the
sixth form to enhance their cultural capital, soft skills and knowledge of the world.
Friday 1st July The afternoon will allow for students to spend time with their peers and the
teaching staff for lunch on the field, weather permitting. Students will also have
the chance to participate in some team building exercises and sports with their
mentor groups.
