End of term 

Thank you for your support this term. It’s been brilliant to have the students back in school over the 

last 8 weeks. We’re very pleased that, despite the necessary restrictions, we’ve been able to offer the 

full curriculum for all students.  

Thank you for helping us to keep the whole-school community safe since September by following the 

guidance on symptoms and self-isolation.
